Welcome to another edition of fairway focus.

This week we have carried out a mini renovation on the greens. This entailed a light verticut
and a vertidrain to a depth of five inches to relieve compaction and get some oxygen flow into
soil. | have applied a high potassium fertilizer to the greens and on Thursday will be applying
some calcium carbonate (lime) to raise the ph in our greens.

Well winter has come and almost gone and we are in full swing with watering the course.
Members and guests please bear with us if we have some sprinklers going on the course as we
need to water these during the day to keep up with the dry areas. We are starting our irriga-
tion project next week where we will be automating the 1%, 9th and 15" fairways which will
now be watered at night.

Local council is doing water testing at plant so we are not receiving any water at present;
hence we are pumping from 10" dam into 11" dam. We should receive
some water from council at the end of the week -

A Blast from the Past......
A Historical reference of the Cairns Golf Club 1923 -1999

The history of the Cairns Golf Club isfascinating. It’s existence has many times been

challenged by Nature, the outbreak of a World War, and most importantly the finance to build this Golf Club
intowhat it istoday. It hasexperienced fires, floods disagreementswithin it’sranksresulting in an exodus of
many of it smembers. When you play Half M oon Bay golf course, think of how and why that Club was
formed. Many people associated with the Cairns Club agree with me the Members should be aware of the
Clubs history and how it overcame these obstacles.

Ordinary people, including people of great statute in the Community, both male and female stepped forwards
easing the problems and finally overcoming them. The years, at times were hard ones and it is fitting that
members of the present Club should have a record of these people, their problems and their lifestyles through
the years.

From 1991to 1998 the Club printed a quarterly magazine called Pin Hi’. It'seditor was Tim Paterson, Presi-
dent and Captain of the Club, containing all the business handles by the Committee that had been discussed
over the preceding 3 months.

I commenced work on a History of the club in 1989 and was asked to submit matters of interest on the pro-
gress of the Club over theyears. The column wasnamed “A Blast from the Past’, and waswell received by
M embers at thetime. When the publication of the magazine went out of print in the late 1990°s, so did my
column, unfortunately it had not reached past the 1980 s.

Recently | was approached to submit a column in the present issues of’ Round the Traps’. It wasshort notice
and | wasnt sureof just whereto start. The newsletter has a weekly publication so | decided to use a differ-
ent format. The format will be extracts from my history submitted weekly.

All information contained will come from the official Minuted of the Club plus personal knowledge if Mem-
bers. All information for the years prior to 1960 are from previous research on the Club by Mrs Muriel
Pedersen, who with her husband Les, were long time Members of the Cairns Golf Club. Muriel was also Presi-
dent of the then Associates. As a taste of what to expect, | will start by a correction of some information al-
ready on the Cairns Golf Club website -

The formation of the Cairns Club was from 3 meetings held in December 1923. These meetings put into place
the procedures adopted in the formation of a golf club. The meetings were held at the Pacific Hotel. At the
time it and the Strand Hotel were located where the present Pacific Hotel stands.

The first office bearers were as follows: A.J. Draper - Patron, Messrs S. H, Warner & H.K.N. McDonnell -
Vice Presidents, Mr J.O. Ellis - President. No Captain was appointed until 1924 when Mr C. Taylor was
appointed to the position.

Annual subscriptions were set: Members - $4.00, Associates - $2.00 (2guineas and 1 guinea approx.). A round
of 9 holes would cost 6 pence for both male and female members. All members came under the control of one
committee. In 1936 the female members formed their own committee, which did not include a president until
1954. Meetings prior to that time were chaired by a member of the Male committee.

The first course was established in a paddock owned by Mr Dean at Edge Hill where a 9 hole course was laid
put. The area thus established was where the Edge Hill State School now stand. On the 26th January 1924
(foundation day) the course was opened for play. Golf clubs in the far North with dates of the formation were
- 1925 Drumsara (Mossman) and Yungaburra, 1926 Innisfail, 1927 Cooktown, 1929 Kuranda. Ravenshoe
formed around 1926. Drumsara wasthe original course opened at M ossman, in later yearsmoving toit’s
present position.

The Cairns Club was instrumental in the formation of the Far North Queensland Golf Association when in
May 1927 it called a meeting to all Clubs in the area to amalgamate.

I will continue with extracts next week but will close with a statement on the friendliness of golf clubs in
those distant years. Club Open events and Championships held by all Clubs in FNQ did not include a payment
of Green fees, all visitors only paid the Nomination fees

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DOUBTS AS TO PROCEDURE

Stroke Play — Rule 3-3

“If acompetitor is doubtful of hisrights or the correct procedure during the play of a hole he may, without
penalty. complete the hole with two balls.

After the doubtful situation has arisen and before taking further action, the competitor must announce to
his marker or fellow-competitor that he intends to play two balls and which ball he wishes to count if the
Rules permit.”

The competitor must report the facts of the situation to the Committee before returning his score card. If
he fails to do so he is disqualified.

NOTE 1:
The rule gives a lot more detail regarding a player who plays a second ball without announcing his intention
etc. Worth reading and can be subject of a later newsletter

NOTE 2:

The above is for Stroke play only.

In Match Play it is totally different and may be covered later, however because of the number of Match play
playoffs at the moment | suggest that all players in playoffs read Rule 2-5.

Basically the situation must be resolved before the players tee off on the next hole, or in the case of it hap-
pening on the 18" hole, before they leave the green.

ETIQUETTE

Mogt Etiquette items can be summed up under the “Spirit Of The Game” in the Rule Book

“Golf is played for the most part, without the supervision of areferee or umpire. The game relies on the in-
tegrity of the individual to show consideration for other players and to abide by the Rules. All players should
conduct themselves in a disciplined manner, demonstrating courtesy and sportsmanship at all times, irre-
spective of how competitive they may be. Thisisthe spirit of the game of golf.”

Obviously includes Slow Play, Raking Bunkers, and talking whilst a player is playing their shot.

Dear All,

This memo provides a working summary of the Second Package of Changes to the Australian Men's &
Women'’s Handicap System for the use of club administrators. (GA will provide details of the Third
Package of Changes within the next few months.)

For those officials seeking the comprehensive finer details of the Second Package of Changes, please
refer to the updated version of the Australian Men's & Women’'s Handicap System (the new regulations are
all clearly marked). The new version of this system will be available on the following page of the GA
website from Thursday 26 August — http://admin.golfaustralia.org.au/site/_content/document/00007884-
source.pdf. (For those to have viewed previous versions of the system on their computer, please check
the date listed under the main heading on page 1; if it is not displayed as “Version — 19 August 2010, you
should hit the REFRESH button on your screen.)

ITEMS INCLUDED IN THE SECOND PACKAGE

1. Complete overhaul of existing four-ball handicapping regulations.

2. Requirement for each affiliated club to have a Handicap Committee.
3. Start to allow widespread use of non-competition scores.
4

Simplification of method for extending score for round of 9-17 holes into 18-hole score.
(Note: This method is also to be used by Handicap Committees where a player was meant
to have played 18 holes, but stops play FOR ANY REASON after having played at least 9
holes.)

5. Requirement to process for HANDICAP PURPOSES those eligible scores played at any
non-Australian course with a USGA Course Rating.

6. Clarification of which scores are eligible for Handicap Purposes.

IMPLEMENTATION SCHEDULE FOR ALL REGULATIONS INCLUDED IN SECOND PACKAGE

Golf Australia recognises that some clubs may find it difficult to implement the various changes as quickly
as others. As aresult, clubs will have a window within which the changes must be effected. Details of this
window are as follows:

o Clubs should implement each component of the Second Package of Changes as soon as they
are reasonably able (effective immediately).

o All changes must be implemented by no later than 1 January 2011.

= Clubs do not need to implement all items included in the Second Package on the same date.

o Clubs must ensure they make a reasonable effort to advise all members as to the date on which
each regulation will come into effect at their club.



1. Complete Overhaul of Existing Four-Ball Handicapping Regulations

o

ALL FOUR-BALL ROUNDS MUST BE HANDICAPPED.

All players will return an individual score for handicap purposes — not just those players who play
well (scores for both partners should be listed on the same card). Note: THIS NEW
REGULATION DOES NOT MEAN COMMITTEES NEED TO START REQUIRING ALL
PLAYERS TO HOLE OUT IN FOUR-BALL COMPETITIONS. THE NEW REGULATION
ALLOWS FOR PLAYERS TO PLAY FOUR-BALL EVENTS JUST AS THEY ALWAYS HAVE
DONE.

The new method requires all players to record an individual score on each hole. It does NOT
necessarily require a player to hole out on each hole.

For holes started but not completed, the new regulation requires the use of the Most Likely
Score.

A “most likely score” is the score a player must post for handicap purposes if a hole is started but
not completed. The most likely score consists of the number of strokes already taken plus, in
THE PLAYER's best judgment, the number of strokes they would take to complete the hole from
that position more than half the time. This number of strokes must not exceed two over net par
for that hole (ie 0 Stableford points).

Most likely score example 1: A player is on the green 15 feet from the hole after having played
3 shots. They pick up because they can't better their partner’s score. Their most likely score is 5.

Most likely score example 2: A player is in a shallow greenside bunker after having played 2
shots. They pick up because they can't better their partner’'s score. Their most likely score is 5.

Each time a player competes in a four-ball event, the strong probability is that the “most
likely score” concept will see them being attributed a score more representative of their
performance than is achieved by the existing regulation.

The listing of a most likely score should be preceded by an “X” (for example X-5).

There is NO limit to the number of unfinished holes for which a player must apply the most likely
score concept.

Note: Where a player returns a score card with an individual score missing, they should ideally be
contacted for this information. If this is not realistic, the player should be deemed to have had net
par for that hole (eg two Stableford points). Players should be educated to ensure returned score
cards feature either actual scores or most likely scores. THERE IS A CLEAR DISTINCTION
BETWEEN A HOLE ON A SCORE CARD WITH A MOST LIKELY SCORE, AND HOLE THAT
HAS BEEN LEFT COMPLETELY BLANK.

2. Requirement for Each Affiliated Club to have a Handicap Committee.

o

An essential element of the Australian Men’s & Women's Handicap System is the Handicap
Committee. EACH GOLF CLUB UTILISING THE AUSTRALIAN MEN’S & WOMEN’'S HANDICAP
SYSTEM MUST APPOINT A HANDICAP COMMITTEE TO ENSURE THE INTEGRITY OF
EACH AUSTRALIAN HANDICAP IT ISSUES.

A Handicap Committee is the committee of a golf club that ensures compliance with the
Australian Men’s & Women's Handicap System. A majority of the Handicap Committee, including
the chairperson, must be members of the club; club employees may serve on the Handicap
Committee, but an employee may not serve as chairperson.

It should be remembered that GOLF Link is a tool that calculates handicaps purely on the basis of
the scores entered into it. If the scores entered are inaccurate or incomplete, GOLF Link will
calculate inaccurate handicaps.

The evidence of the past few months indicates that a large majority of incomplete rounds that
should have been entered into GOLF Link as either ‘No Score — Approved', ‘OK’, or ‘Disqualified
[accompanied by a score], are being entered as ‘No Score — Not Approved’. This is leading to a
widespread incidence of distorted handicaps (more information reinforcing correct procedures will
be provided in the scheduled 26 August GA email communication). Club Handicap Committees
will be responsible for ensuring proper compliance with these regulations.

Whilst it is GA's recommendation that each club convene a new group of people to take on the
role of Handicap Committee, it is acceptable for a club to designate an existing committee to also
perform in full a club’s Handicap Committee obligations. Such committees will be fully
responsible for ensuring compliance with the Australian Men’s & Women’'s Handicap System.
